Each cell in the Summary CIP is referenced to a cell in the Master Spreadsheet. Any changes in the Master
Spreadsheet will be reflected in the Summary CIP. However, any changes made the to the Summary WILL
NOT be reflected in the Master Spreadsheet.

The Master Spreadsheet is in alphabetical order by park (with a few exceptions, such as Pierce Homestead
under F for Franklin Pierce Homestead ). As stated previously, this sheet is linked to the Summary and any
changes made here will be reflected on the other sheet and included in the totals.

There are footnotes that go along with the Master Spreadsheet. However, due to spacing issues, they are
located on a separate page. The page margins setup on this spreadsheet will cause the footnotes to appear
at the bottom of the page when printed.

PRINTING

To achieve the best and most readable results, the Master Spreadsheet and Footnotes Only should be
printed on 11x17 paper. The Summary CIP is set up to print on 8.5x11 letter-size paper, but is more
presentable on 11x17.

To print the Master Spreadsheet, you will need to also print the Footnotes Only page. Print the Footnotes
Only spreadsheet, then feed those pages back through the printer and print the Master Spreadsheet.
1. Print the Footnotes Only spreadsheet. You will need as many copies as there are pages of the
Master Spreadsheet. There should be 31 pages.
2. Feed the Footnotes Only pages back into the printer.
3. Print the Master Spreadsheet on those pages. Check to make sure it is still 31 pages long before
printing.
